Description of “Import ESI” and “Profile Management” in SafePLC2.

Import ESI

Import ESI can be accessed from the Main Menu.

Clicking on “Import ESI” opens a dialog window for user to manage importing ESI file into SafePLC2 in

form of Profiles or FSoE Slaves with Profiles.
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Figure 1 Main menu, “Import ESI” opens dialog window ,, ESI modules importer”

First the user chooses an option in “Slave” field. The “New FSoE Slave” is chosen in case, when user

wants to generate completely new FSoE Slave, which will be available after Import is done.

The other options in Slave dropdown field are already existing FSoE Slaves included in the SafePLC2
libraries.

2.1 New FSoE Slave

When importing New FSoE Slave, user has to fill Name text field. This will be name of the imported
FSoE Slave.

Then clicking on Load ESI will prompt user to choose which ESI file he wants to import as a new FSoE

After selecting an ESl file, its modules are loaded in “All loaded modules” list. Initially, all loaded mod-
ules are also included in “Chosen modules” list. There the user can remove modules which he doesn’t
want to be included in the new FSoE slave as profiles. Clicking on one of the modules (or selecting
more by holding Shift key) and clicking on the button “Delete” in the center of the dialog window will
remove selected modules.

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Under “Chosen modules”, there is an option to choose, which TxPDo entry from the ESI file will be
considered as “Speed” or “Position” in the imported Profile. Only non-BOOL entries are listed in the
dropdown lists.

When all is set as desired, clicking on “Import chosen modules into the selected slave as profiles” will
generate libraries so the new FSoE slave will be available.

In order to see the new FSoE slave in library window, reload library or restarting the SafePLC2 is
required.
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2.2 Add profile to an existing FSoE Slave

First the user selects the FSoE slave, to which the Profile will be imported.
